RESOLUTION NO. 16/1102-3
RESOLUTION DECLARING CHISAGO COUNTY A
POLLINATOR-FRIENDLY COUNTY

WHEREAS, Chisago County stewards county land, including parks, trails,
highways, and facility grounds; and

WHEREAS, stewardship of land contributes to the County’s goal of increased
health, safety, and quality of life of citizens today and tomorrow; and

WHEREAS, butterflies and bees require Milkweed and other native plants with
nectar resources that bloom throughout spring, summer and fall to complete their
lifecycle; and

WHEREAS, pollinators such as bees and butterflies, pollinate plants that
contribute to local food production of vegetables, herbs, and fruits; and

WHEREAS, pollinator populations are in sharp decline due to on-going loss of
habitat and pesticide use; and

WHEREAS, efforts are underway at the local, state and federal level to support
the protection and increase in habitat friendly to bee and butterfly populations; and

WHEREAS, Chisago County uses integrated pest management practices, such as
spot mowing and selective spraying, to control noxious weeds as required by Minnesota
State Statute 18.75.



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Chisago County Board of
Commissioners does hereby declare Chisago County a pollinator-friendly county.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chisago County Board of
Commissioners does hereby direct the County, through its Environmental Services,
Facilities and Maintenance and Public Works Departments, to:

e Evaluate use of additional pollinator-friendly best management practices on
County-owned property;

e Explore cooperative partnerships with other government and non-profit
entities to develop pollinator-friendly areas, parks, trails, and highway
corridors; and

e Encourage private and non-profit entities to voluntarily consider adopting
pollinator-friendly management practices and habitat
preservation/restoration/creation efforts.

On motion by Greene, seconded by McMahon, the Board moved to authorize a
County issued Credit Card to County Recorder Janet Converse of the Chisago County
Recorder’s Office. The motion carried as follows: IN FAVOR THEREOF: Greene,
McMahon, Montzka, Robinson, Walker OPPOSED: None.

On motion by McMahon, seconded by Montzka, the Board moved to approve the
Records Access Agreement between Chisago County Attorney’s Office and Minnesota
Department of Public Safety, Driver and Vehicle Services.
